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Gal 1:3-5 ESV  Grace to you and peace from God our Father and the Lord Jesus Christ,  (4)  who gave 
himself for our sins to deliver us from the present evil age, according to the will of our God and Father,  
(5)  to whom be the glory forever and ever. Amen. 
 
Ecc 12:9 ESV  Besides being wise, the Preacher also taught the people knowledge, weighing and 
studying and arranging many proverbs with great care. 
 
(1Co 2:5 ESV) that your faith might not rest in the wisdom of men but in the power of God.  
 
Jos 8:35 ESV  There was not a word of all that Moses commanded that Joshua did not read before all the 
assembly of Israel, and the women, and the little ones, and the sojourners who lived among them. 
 
And Paul declared… 
Act 20:27 ESV  for I did not shrink from declaring to you the whole counsel of God. 
 
Heb 4:12 ESV  For the word of God is living and active, sharper than any two-edged sword, piercing to 
the division of soul and of spirit, of joints and of marrow, and discerning the thoughts and intentions of 
the heart. 
 
2Ti 3:16-17 ESV  All Scripture is breathed out by God and profitable for teaching, for reproof, for 
correction, and for training in righteousness,  (17)  that the man of God may be competent, equipped 
for every good work. 
 
Therefore… 
Jer 10:1 ESV  Hear the word that the LORD speaks to you, O house of Israel. 
Isa 66:5 ESV  Hear the word of the LORD, you who tremble at his word… 
Jer 2:4 ESV  Hear the word of the LORD, O house of Jacob, and all the clans of the house of Israel. 
Rev 2:7 ESV  He who has an ear, let him hear what the Spirit says to the churches. To the one who 
conquers I will grant to eat of the tree of life, which is in the paradise of God.'

Gen 1:1-5 ESV  In the beginning, God created the heavens and the earth.  [SLIDE 1] 
 (2)  The earth was without form and void, and darkness was over the face of the deep. And the Spirit of 
God was hovering over the face of the waters.  (3)  And God said, "Let there be light," and there was 
light.  (4)  And God saw that the light was good. And God separated the light from the darkness.  (5)  God 
called the light Day, and the darkness he called Night. And there was evening and there was morning, 
the first day. 
 
[SLIDE 2] 
 
Gen 1:25-31 ESV  And God made the beasts of the earth according to their kinds and the livestock 
according to their kinds, and everything that creeps on the ground according to its kind. And God saw 



that it was good.  (26)  Then God said, "Let us make man in our image, after our likeness. And let them 
have dominion over the fish of the sea and over the birds of the heavens and over the livestock and over 
all the earth and over every creeping thing that creeps on the earth."  (27)  So God created man in his 
own image, in the image of God he created him; male and female he created them.  (28)  And God 
blessed them. And God said to them, "Be fruitful and multiply and fill the earth and subdue it and have 
dominion over the fish of the sea and over the birds of the heavens and over every living thing that 
moves on the earth."  (29)  And God said, "Behold, I have given you every plant yielding seed that is on 
the face of all the earth, and every tree with seed in its fruit. You shall have them for food.  (30)  And to 
every beast of the earth and to every bird of the heavens and to everything that creeps on the earth, 
everything that has the breath of life, I have given every green plant for food." And it was so.  (31)  And 
God saw everything that he had made, and behold, it was very good. And there was evening and there 
was morning, the sixth day. 
 
Gen 2:1-3 ESV  Thus the heavens and the earth were finished, and all the host of them.  (2)  And on the 
seventh day God finished his work that he had done, and he rested on the seventh day from all his work 
that he had done.  (3)  So God blessed the seventh day and made it holy, because on it God rested from 
all his work that he had done in creation. 
 
Gen 3:1-24 ESV  Now the serpent was more crafty than any other beast of the field that the LORD God 
had made. He said to the woman, "Did God actually say, 'You shall not eat of any tree in the garden'?"  
(2)  And the woman said to the serpent, "We may eat of the fruit of the trees in the garden,  (3)  but God 
said, 'You shall not eat of the fruit of the tree that is in the midst of the garden, neither shall you touch 
it, lest you die.'"  (4)  But the serpent said to the woman, "You will not surely die.  (5)  For God knows 
that when you eat of it your eyes will be opened, and you will be like God, knowing good and evil."  (6)  
So when the woman saw that the tree was good for food, and that it was a delight to the eyes, and that 
the tree was to be desired to make one wise, she took of its fruit and ate, and she also gave some to her 
husband who was with her, and he ate.   
 
(7)  Then the eyes of both were opened, and they knew that they were naked. And they sewed fig leaves 
together and made themselves loincloths.  (8)  And they heard the sound of the LORD God walking in 
the garden in the cool of the day, and the man and his wife hid themselves from the presence of the 
LORD God among the trees of the garden.  (9)  But the LORD God called to the man and said to him, 
"Where are you?"  (10)  And he said, "I heard the sound of you in the garden, and I was afraid, because I 
was naked, and I hid myself."  (11)  He said, "Who told you that you were naked? Have you eaten of the 
tree of which I commanded you not to eat?"  (12)  The man said, "The woman whom you gave to be 
with me, she gave me fruit of the tree, and I ate."   
 
(13)  Then the LORD God said to the woman, "What is this that you have done?" The woman said, "The 
serpent deceived me, and I ate."  (14)  The LORD God said to the serpent, "Because you have done this, 
cursed are you above all livestock and above all beasts of the field; on your belly you shall go, and dust 
you shall eat all the days of your life.  (15)  I will put enmity between you and the woman, and between 
your offspring and her offspring; he shall bruise your head, and you shall bruise his heel."  (16)  To the 
woman he said, "I will surely multiply your pain in childbearing; in pain you shall bring forth children. 
Your desire shall be for your husband, and he shall rule over you."   
 
(17)  And to Adam he said, "Because you have listened to the voice of your wife and have eaten of the 
tree of which I commanded you, 'You shall not eat of it,' cursed is the ground because of you; in pain you 
shall eat of it all the days of your life;  (18)  thorns and thistles it shall bring forth for you; and you shall 



eat the plants of the field.  (19)  By the sweat of your face you shall eat bread, till you return to the 
ground, for out of it you were taken; for you are dust, and to dust you shall return."  (20)  The man 
called his wife's name Eve, because she was the mother of all living.   
 
(21)  And the LORD God made for Adam and for his wife garments of skins and clothed them.  (22)  Then 
the LORD God said, "Behold, the man has become like one of us in knowing good and evil. Now, lest he 
reach out his hand and take also of the tree of life and eat, and live forever--"  (23)  therefore the LORD 
God sent him out from the garden of Eden to work the ground from which he was taken.  (24)  He drove 
out the man, and at the east of the garden of Eden he placed the cherubim and a flaming sword that 
turned every way to guard the way to the tree of life. 
 
Rom 5:12-14 ESV  Therefore, just as sin came into the world through one man, and death through sin, 
and so death spread to all men because all sinned--  (13)  for sin indeed was in the world before the law 
was given, but sin is not counted where there is no law.  (14)  Yet death reigned from Adam to Moses, 
even over those whose sinning was not like the transgression of Adam, who was a type of the one who 
was to come. 
 
Rom 5:17-21 ESV  For if, because of one man's trespass, death reigned through that one man, much 
more will those who receive the abundance of grace and the free gift of righteousness reign in life 
through the one man Jesus Christ.  (18)  Therefore, as one trespass led to condemnation for all men, so 
one act of righteousness leads to justification and life for all men.  (19)  For as by the one man's 
disobedience the many were made sinners, so by the one man's obedience the many will be made 
righteous.  (20)  Now the law came in to increase the trespass, but where sin increased, grace 
abounded all the more,  (21)  so that, as sin reigned in death, grace also might reign through 
righteousness leading to eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord. 
 
So…. 
 
Gen 6:5-8 ESV  The LORD saw that the wickedness of man was great in the earth, and that every 
intention of the thoughts of his heart was only evil continually.  (6)  And the LORD was sorry that he had 
made man on the earth, and it grieved him to his heart.  (7)  So the LORD said, "I will blot out man whom 
I have created from the face of the land, man and animals and creeping things and birds of the heavens, 
for I am sorry that I have made them."  (8)  But Noah found favor in the eyes of the LORD. 
 
[SLIDE 3] 
 
Gen 6:12-13 ESV  And God saw the earth, and behold, it was corrupt, for all flesh had corrupted their 
way on the earth.  (13)  And God said to Noah, "I have determined to make an end of all flesh, for the 
earth is filled with violence through them. Behold, I will destroy them with the earth. 
 
Gen 7:1 ESV  Then the LORD said to Noah, "Go into the ark, you and all your household, for I have seen 
that you are righteous before me in this generation. 
 
Gen 7:10-11 ESV  And after seven days the waters of the flood came upon the earth.  (11)  In the six 
hundredth year of Noah's life, in the second month, on the seventeenth day of the month, on that day 
all the fountains of the great deep burst forth, and the windows of the heavens were opened. 
Gen 7:17 ESV  The flood continued forty days on the earth. The waters increased and bore up the ark, 
and it rose high above the earth. 



Gen 7:21-22 ESV  And all flesh died that moved on the earth, birds, livestock, beasts, all swarming 
creatures that swarm on the earth, and all mankind.  (22)  Everything on the dry land in whose nostrils 
was the breath of life died. 
 
Gen 8:1 ESV  But God remembered Noah and all the beasts and all the livestock that were with him in 
the ark. And God made a wind blow over the earth, and the waters subsided. 
Gen 8:16-17 ESV  "Go out from the ark, you and your wife, and your sons and your sons' wives with you.  
(17)  Bring out with you every living thing that is with you of all flesh--birds and animals and every 
creeping thing that creeps on the earth--that they may swarm on the earth, and be fruitful and multiply 
on the earth." 
 
After the Tower of Babel and many generations... 
 
…the LORD said to Abram, "Go from your country and your kindred and your father's house to the land 
that I will show you. And I will make of you a great nation, and I will bless you and make your name 
great, so that you will be a blessing. I will bless those who bless you, and him who dishonors you I will 
curse, and in you all the families of the earth shall be blessed."  (Gen 12:1-3 ESV) 
 
Indeed, Matthew begins with... 
 
Mat 1:1 ESV  The book of the genealogy of Jesus Christ, the son of David, the son of Abraham. 
Mat 1:17 ESV  So all the generations from Abraham to David were fourteen generations, and from David 
to the deportation to Babylon fourteen generations, and from the deportation to Babylon to the Christ 
fourteen generations. 
 
Gal 3:16 ESV  Now the promises were made to Abraham and to his offspring. It does not say, "And to 
offsprings," referring to many, but referring to one, "And to your offspring," who is Christ. 
 
Gal 3:14 ESV  so that in Christ Jesus the blessing of Abraham might come to the Gentiles, so that we 
might receive the promised Spirit through faith. 
 
Mat 1:18-23 ESV  Now the birth of Jesus Christ took place in this way. When his mother Mary had been 
betrothed to Joseph, before they came together she was found to be with child from the Holy Spirit.  
(19)  And her husband Joseph, being a just man and unwilling to put her to shame, resolved to divorce 
her quietly.  (20)  But as he considered these things, behold, an angel of the Lord appeared to him in a 
dream, saying, "Joseph, son of David, do not fear to take Mary as your wife, for that which is conceived 
in her is from the Holy Spirit.  (21)  She will bear a son, and you shall call his name Jesus, for he will save 
his people from their sins."  (22)  All this took place to fulfill what the Lord had spoken by the prophet:  
(23)  "Behold, the virgin shall conceive and bear a son, and they shall call his name Immanuel" (which 
means, God with us). 
 
Many people struggled to understand this and asked . . .  
 
Joh 8:25 ESV  "Who are you?" Jesus said to them, "Just what I have been telling you from the 
beginning… 
 
Joh 1:1-5 ESV  In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God.  
(2)  He was in the beginning with God.  (3)  All things were made through him, and without him was 



not any thing made that was made.  (4)  In him was life, and the life was the light of men.  (5)  The 
light shines in the darkness, and the darkness has not overcome it. 
 
Joh 1:14-17 ESV  And the Word became flesh and dwelt among us, and we have seen his glory, glory as 
of the only Son from the Father, full of grace and truth.  (15)  (John bore witness about him, and cried 
out, "This was he of whom I said, 'He who comes after me ranks before me, because he was before 
me.'")  (16)  And from his fullness we have all received, grace upon grace.  (17)  For the law was given 
through Moses; grace and truth came through Jesus Christ. 
 
Mat 5:17-18 ESV  "Do not think that I have come to abolish the Law or the Prophets; I have not come to 
abolish them but to fulfill them.  (18)  For truly, I say to you, until heaven and earth pass away, not an 
iota, not a dot, will pass from the Law until all is accomplished. 
 
1Ti 1:8-11 ESV  Now we know that the law is good, if one uses it lawfully,  (9)  understanding this, that 
the law is not laid down for the just but for the lawless and disobedient, for the ungodly and sinners, for 
the unholy and profane, for those who strike their fathers and mothers, for murderers,  (10)  the 
sexually immoral, men who practice homosexuality, enslavers, liars, perjurers, and whatever else is 
contrary to sound doctrine,  (11)  in accordance with the gospel of the glory of the blessed God with 
which I have been entrusted. 
 
Psa 19:7-11 ESV  The law of the LORD is perfect, reviving the soul; the testimony of the LORD is sure, 
making wise the simple;  (8)  the precepts of the LORD are right, rejoicing the heart; the commandment 
of the LORD is pure, enlightening the eyes;  (9)  the fear of the LORD is clean, enduring forever; the rules 
of the LORD are true, and righteous altogether.  (10)  More to be desired are they than gold, even much 
fine gold; sweeter also than honey and drippings of the honeycomb.  (11)  Moreover, by them is your 
servant warned; in keeping them there is great reward. 
 
[SLIDE 4] 
 
Exodus 20:3-17 ESV   

I. You shall have no other gods before me.  

II. You shall not make for yourself a carved image. 

III. You shall not take the name of the LORD your God in vain. 

IV. Remember the Sabbath day, to keep it holy.   

V. Honor your father and your mother. 

VI. You shall not murder. 

VII. You shall not commit adultery.  

VIII. You shall not steal.  

IX. You shall not bear false witness against your neighbor. 

X. You shall not covet your neighbor's house; you shall not covet your neighbor's wife, or his 

male servant, or his female servant, or his ox, or his donkey, or anything that is your 

neighbor's." 
 
You see… 



 
Rom 7:9-14 ESV  I was once alive apart from the law, but when the commandment came, sin came alive 
and I died.  (10)  The very commandment that promised life proved to be death to me.  (11)  For sin, 
seizing an opportunity through the commandment, deceived me and through it killed me.  (12)  So the 
law is holy, and the commandment is holy and righteous and good.  (13)  Did that which is good, then, 
bring death to me? By no means! It was sin, producing death in me through what is good, in order that 
sin might be shown to be sin, and through the commandment might become sinful beyond measure.  
(14)  For we know that the law is spiritual, but I am of the flesh, sold under sin. 
 
Rom 7:15-25 ESV  For I do not understand my own actions. For I do not do what I want, but I do the very 
thing I hate.  (16)  Now if I do what I do not want, I agree with the law, that it is good.  (17)  So now it is 
no longer I who do it, but sin that dwells within me.  (18)  For I know that nothing good dwells in me, 
that is, in my flesh. For I have the desire to do what is right, but not the ability to carry it out.  (19)  For I 
do not do the good I want, but the evil I do not want is what I keep on doing.  (20)  Now if I do what I do 
not want, it is no longer I who do it, but sin that dwells within me.  (21)  So I find it to be a law that when 
I want to do right, evil lies close at hand.  (22)  For I delight in the law of God, in my inner being,  (23)  
but I see in my members another law waging war against the law of my mind and making me captive to 
the law of sin that dwells in my members.  (24)  Wretched man that I am! Who will deliver me from this 
body of death?  (25)  Thanks be to God through Jesus Christ our Lord!... 
 
Now… 
1Jn 3:4 ESV  Everyone who makes a practice of sinning also practices lawlessness; sin is lawlessness. 
 
Jas 2:10-12 ESV  For whoever keeps the whole law but fails in one point has become accountable for all 
of it.  (11)  For he who said, "Do not commit adultery," also said, "Do not murder." If you do not commit 
adultery but do murder, you have become a transgressor of the law.  (12)  So speak and so act as those 
who are to be judged under the law of liberty. 
 
Jesus said… 
Joh 12:48 ESV  The one who rejects me and does not receive my words has a judge; the word that I have 
spoken will judge him on the last day. 
 
Isa 64:6 ESV  We have all become like one who is unclean, and all our righteous deeds are like a polluted 
garment. We all fade like a leaf, and our iniquities, like the wind, take us away. 
 
Rom 3:19 ESV  Now we know that whatever the law says it speaks to those who are under the law, so 
that every mouth may be stopped, and the whole world may be held accountable to God. 
 
Indeed… 
Heb 4:13 ESV  And no creature is hidden from his sight, but all are naked and exposed to the eyes of him 
to whom we must give account. 
 
Again… 
Rom 3:20 ESV  For by works of the law no human being will be justified in his sight, since through the 
law comes knowledge of sin. 
 
Gal 3:21-22 ESV  Is the law then contrary to the promises of God? Certainly not! For if a law had been 
given that could give life, then righteousness would indeed be by the law.  (22)  But the Scripture 



imprisoned everything under sin, so that the promise by faith in Jesus Christ might be given to those 
who believe. 
 
1Ti 1:15 ESV  The saying is trustworthy and deserving of full acceptance, that Christ Jesus came into the 
world to save sinners, of whom I am the foremost. 
 
Joh 5:22-29 ESV  The Father judges no one, but has given all judgment to the Son,  (23)  that all may 
honor the Son, just as they honor the Father. Whoever does not honor the Son does not honor the 
Father who sent him.  (24)  Truly, truly, I say to you, whoever hears my word and believes him who sent 
me has eternal life. He does not come into judgment, but has passed from death to life.  (25)  "Truly, 
truly, I say to you, an hour is coming, and is now here, when the dead will hear the voice of the Son of 
God, and those who hear will live.  (26)  For as the Father has life in himself, so he has granted the Son 
also to have life in himself.  (27)  And he has given him authority to execute judgment, because he is the 
Son of Man.  (28)  Do not marvel at this, for an hour is coming when all who are in the tombs will hear 
his voice  (29)  and come out, those who have done good to the resurrection of life, and those who 
have done evil to the resurrection of judgment. 
 
Hear the Word of the Lord… 
Rev 20:11-15 ESV  Then I saw a great white throne and him who was seated on it. From his presence 
earth and sky fled away, and no place was found for them.  (12)  And I saw the dead, great and small, 
standing before the throne, and books were opened. Then another book was opened, which is the book 
of life. And the dead were judged by what was written in the books, according to what they had done.  
(13)  And the sea gave up the dead who were in it, Death and Hades gave up the dead who were in 
them, and they were judged, each one of them, according to what they had done.  (14)  Then Death and 
Hades were thrown into the lake of fire. This is the second death, the lake of fire.  (15)  And if anyone's 
name was not found written in the book of life, he was thrown into the lake of fire. 
 
2Co 5:10-11 ESV  For we must all appear before the judgment seat of Christ, so that each one may 
receive what is due for what he has done in the body, whether good or evil.  (11)  Therefore, knowing 
the fear of the Lord, we persuade others.... 
 
Heb 10:26-31 ESV  For if we go on sinning deliberately after receiving the knowledge of the truth, there 
no longer remains a sacrifice for sins,  (27)  but a fearful expectation of judgment, and a fury of fire that 
will consume the adversaries.  (28)  Anyone who has set aside the law of Moses dies without mercy on 
the evidence of two or three witnesses.  (29)  How much worse punishment, do you think, will be 
deserved by the one who has spurned the Son of God, and has profaned the blood of the covenant by 
which he was sanctified, and has outraged the Spirit of grace?  (30)  For we know him who said, 
"Vengeance is mine; I will repay." And again, "The Lord will judge his people."  (31)  It is a fearful thing to 
fall into the hands of the living God. 
 
[SLIDE 5] 
 
Psa 8:1-4 ESV  ... O LORD, our Lord, how majestic is your name in all the earth! You have set your glory 
above the heavens.  (2)  Out of the mouth of babies and infants, you have established strength because 
of your foes, to still the enemy and the avenger.  (3)  When I look at your heavens, the work of your 
fingers, the moon and the stars, which you have set in place,  (4)  what is man that you are mindful of 
him, and the son of man that you care for him? 
 



Psa 86:15 ESV  But you, O Lord, are a God merciful and gracious, slow to anger and abounding in 
steadfast love and faithfulness. 
 
[SLIDE 6] 
 
Isa 53:1-5 ESV  Who has believed what he has heard from us? And to whom has the arm of the LORD 
been revealed?  (2)  For he grew up before him like a young plant, and like a root out of dry ground; he 
had no form or majesty that we should look at him, and no beauty that we should desire him.  (3)  He 
was despised and rejected by men; a man of sorrows, and acquainted with grief; and as one from whom 
men hide their faces he was despised, and we esteemed him not.  (4)  Surely he has borne our griefs and 
carried our sorrows; yet we esteemed him stricken, smitten by God, and afflicted.  (5)  But he was 
wounded for our transgressions; he was crushed for our iniquities; upon him was the chastisement that 
brought us peace, and with his stripes we are healed. 
 
----------------- 
 
Mat 16:13-18 ESV  Now when Jesus came into the district of Caesarea Philippi, he asked his disciples, 
"Who do people say that the Son of Man is?"  (14)  And they said, "Some say John the Baptist, others say 
Elijah, and others Jeremiah or one of the prophets."  (15)  He said to them, "But who do you say that I 
am?"  (16)  Simon Peter replied, "You are the Christ, the Son of the living God."  (17)  And Jesus 
answered him, "Blessed are you, Simon Bar-Jonah! For flesh and blood has not revealed this to you, but 
my Father who is in heaven.  (18)  And I tell you, you are Peter, and on this rock I will build my church, 
and the gates of hell shall not prevail against it. 
 
Concerning Jesus… 
Col 1:15-23 ESV  He is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn of all creation.  (16)  For by him all 
things were created, in heaven and on earth, visible and invisible, whether thrones or dominions or 
rulers or authorities--all things were created through him and for him.  (17)  And he is before all things, 
and in him all things hold together.  (18)  And he is the head of the body, the church. He is the beginning, 
the firstborn from the dead, that in everything he might be preeminent.  (19)  For in him all the fullness 
of God was pleased to dwell,  (20)  and through him to reconcile to himself all things, whether on earth 
or in heaven, making peace by the blood of his cross.  (21)  And you, who once were alienated and 
hostile in mind, doing evil deeds,  (22)  he has now reconciled in his body of flesh by his death, in order 
to present you holy and blameless and above reproach before him,  (23)  if indeed you continue in the 
faith, stable and steadfast, not shifting from the hope of the gospel that you heard…. 
 
Act 4:12 ESV  And there is salvation in no one else, for there is no other name under heaven given 
among men by which we must be saved." 
 
2Co 5:20-21 ESV  Therefore, we are ambassadors for Christ, God making his appeal through us. We 
implore you on behalf of Christ, be reconciled to God.  (21)  For our sake he made him to be sin who 
knew no sin, so that in him we might become the righteousness of God. 
 

 Act 3:19 ESV  Repent therefore, and turn again, that your sins may be blotted out, 

 Mat 3:2 ESV  "Repent, for the kingdom of heaven is at hand." 

 Mat 4:17 ESV  From that time Jesus began to preach, saying, "Repent, for the kingdom of heaven 
is at hand." 

 Mar 1:15 ESV  ..."The time is fulfilled, and the kingdom of God is at hand; repent and believe in 



the gospel." 
 
1Co 15:1-8 ESV  Now I would remind you, brothers, of the gospel I preached to you, which you received, 
in which you stand,  (2)  and by which you are being saved, if you hold fast to the word I preached to 
you--unless you believed in vain.  (3)  For I delivered to you as of first importance what I also received: 
that Christ died for our sins in accordance with the Scriptures,  (4)  that he was buried, that he was 
raised on the third day in accordance with the Scriptures,  (5)  and that he appeared to Cephas, then to 
the twelve.  (6)  Then he appeared to more than five hundred brothers at one time, most of whom are 
still alive, though some have fallen asleep.  (7)  Then he appeared to James, then to all the apostles.  (8)  
Last of all, as to one also to me. 
 
[SLIDE 7] 
 
1Co 15:12-28 ESV  Now if Christ is proclaimed as raised from the dead, how can some of you say that 
there is no resurrection of the dead?  (13)  But if there is no resurrection of the dead, then not even 
Christ has been raised.  (14)  And if Christ has not been raised, then our preaching is in vain and your 
faith is in vain.  (15)  We are even found to be misrepresenting God, because we testified about God that 
he raised Christ, whom he did not raise if it is true that the dead are not raised.  (16)  For if the dead are 
not raised, not even Christ has been raised.  (17)  And if Christ has not been raised, your faith is futile 
and you are still in your sins.  (18)  Then those also who have fallen asleep in Christ have perished.  (19)  
If in Christ we have hope in this life only, we are of all people most to be pitied.  (20)  But in fact Christ 
has been raised from the dead, the firstfruits of those who have fallen asleep.  (21)  For as by a man 
came death, by a man has come also the resurrection of the dead.  (22)  For as in Adam all die, so also in 
Christ shall all be made alive.  (23)  But each in his own order: Christ the firstfruits, then at his coming 
those who belong to Christ.  (24)  Then comes the end, when he delivers the kingdom to God the Father 
after destroying every rule and every authority and power.  (25)  For he must reign until he has put all 
his enemies under his feet.  (26)  The last enemy to be destroyed is death.  (27)  For "God has put all 
things in subjection under his feet." But when it says, "all things are put in subjection," it is plain that he 
is excepted who put all things in subjection under him.  (28)  When all things are subjected to him, then 
the Son himself will also be subjected to him who put all things in subjection under him, that God may 
be all in all. 
 
Friends… 
 
Joh 20:31 ESV  …these are written so that you may believe that Jesus is the Christ, the Son of God, and 
that by believing you may have life in his name. 
 
Luk 24:1-9 ESV  But on the first day of the week, at early dawn, they went to the tomb, taking the spices 
they had prepared.  (2)  And they found the stone rolled away from the tomb,  (3)  but when they went 
in they did not find the body of the Lord Jesus.  (4)  While they were perplexed about this, behold, two 
men stood by them in dazzling apparel.  (5)  And as they were frightened and bowed their faces to the 
ground, the men said to them, "Why do you seek the living among the dead?  (6)  He is not here, but has 
risen. Remember how he told you, while he was still in Galilee,  (7)  that the Son of Man must be 
delivered into the hands of sinful men and be crucified and on the third day rise."  (8)  And they 
remembered his words,  (9)  and returning from the tomb they told all these things to the eleven and to 
all the rest. 
 
Luk 24:46-48 ESV  and said to them, "Thus it is written, that the Christ should suffer and on the third 



day rise from the dead,  (47)  and that repentance and forgiveness of sins should be proclaimed in his 
name to all nations, beginning from Jerusalem.  (48)  You are witnesses of these things. 
 
Act 1:9-11 ESV  And when he had said these things, as they were looking on, he was lifted up, and a 
cloud took him out of their sight.  (10)  And while they were gazing into heaven as he went, behold, two 
men stood by them in white robes,  (11)  and said, "Men of Galilee, why do you stand looking into 
heaven? This Jesus, who was taken up from you into heaven, will come in the same way as you saw him 
go into heaven."

As we Close…for those of you who may not be Christians, again… 
 
Peter Said . . .  
 
Act 2:38 ESV  "Repent and be baptized every one of you in the name of Jesus Christ for the forgiveness 
of your sins, and you will receive the gift of the Holy Spirit. 
 
Act 17:30 ESV  The times of ignorance God overlooked, but now he commands all people everywhere to 
repent, 
 
Rom 10:9-11 ESV  because, if you confess with your mouth that Jesus is Lord and believe in your heart 
that God raised him from the dead, you will be saved.  (10)  For with the heart one believes and is 
justified, and with the mouth one confesses and is saved.  (11)  For the Scripture says, "Everyone who 
believes in him will not be put to shame." 
 
For those of you are Christians… 
1Pe 1:3-5 ESV  Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ! According to his great mercy, he 
has caused us to be born again to a living hope through the resurrection of Jesus Christ from the dead,  
(4)  to an inheritance that is imperishable, undefiled, and unfading, kept in heaven for you,  (5)  who by 
God's power are being guarded through faith for a salvation ready to be revealed in the last time. 
 
Tit 3:1-7 ESV  Remind them to be submissive to rulers and authorities, to be obedient, to be ready for 
every good work,  (2)  to speak evil of no one, to avoid quarreling, to be gentle, and to show perfect 
courtesy toward all people.  (3)  For we ourselves were once foolish, disobedient, led astray, slaves to 
various passions and pleasures, passing our days in malice and envy, hated by others and hating one 
another.  (4)  But when the goodness and loving kindness of God our Savior appeared,  (5)  he saved us, 
not because of works done by us in righteousness, but according to his own mercy, by the washing of 
regeneration and renewal of the Holy Spirit,  (6)  whom he poured out on us richly through Jesus Christ 
our Savior,  (7)  so that being justified by his grace we might become heirs according to the hope of 
eternal life. 
 
Heb 10:19-25 ESV  Therefore, brothers, since we have confidence to enter the holy places by the blood 
of Jesus,  (20)  by the new and living way that he opened for us through the curtain, that is, through his 
flesh,  (21)  and since we have a great priest over the house of God,  (22)  let us draw near with a true 
heart in full assurance of faith, with our hearts sprinkled clean from an evil conscience and our bodies 
washed with pure water.  (23)  Let us hold fast the confession of our hope without wavering, for he who 
promised is faithful.  (24)  And let us consider how to stir up one another to love and good works,  (25)  



not neglecting to meet together, as is the habit of some, but encouraging one another, and all the more 
as you see the Day drawing near. 
 
As we go forward from today…. 
1Th 5:14-24 ESV  …we urge you, brothers, admonish the idle, encourage the fainthearted, help the 
weak, be patient with them all.  (15)  See that no one repays anyone evil for evil, but always seek to do 
good to one another and to everyone.  (16)  Rejoice always,  (17)  pray without ceasing,  (18)  give 
thanks in all circumstances; for this is the will of God in Christ Jesus for you.  (19)  Do not quench the 
Spirit.  (20)  Do not despise prophecies,  (21)  but test everything; hold fast what is good.  (22)  Abstain 
from every form of evil.  (23)  Now may the God of peace himself sanctify you completely, and may 
your whole spirit and soul and body be kept blameless at the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ.  (24)  He 
who calls you is faithful; he will surely do it.
